             WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT AREAS IN SOUTH CAROLINA

     There are 12 Game Zones in South Carolina. These Public Hunting Areas are a cooperative effort of the South Carolina Department of Resources, The U.S. Forest Service and private landowners. It is the funds that are generated from the WMA Permits that make it possible for the DNR to lease an estimated 1.2 million acres of land for wildlife management and conservation.

     Heritage Preserves have also been established to protect rare and endangered species. Some of these Heritage Preserves offer hunting privileges and are included in the WMA Program.

     Public Hunting Areas have WMA signs posted. Areas not posted with these signs belong to private individuals. To hunt lands without the WMA sign you must obtain permission from the landowner.

     Santee Cooper Country is located in Game Zone 6. This includes Orangeburg, Calhoun, Berkley, Dorchester, and Charleston Counties
